It is a 

stand-alone software that requires no interface with other or existing pharmacy software.  The 

software is user-friendly and retains all activity of label runs which will allow filtered customized 

reports.  The pre-formatted label templates in the software can be used in their present form

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How to Scan  a Barcode  Label  
 
The scanner is used to read bar codes on medication containers; this reading (scan) correlates 
with the NDC databank, which will in turn display an image on the monitor of the drug that is in 
the bottle.  
 
The scan process can begin when all the power sources to the computer, printer, and scanner 

system are powered on. The scanner is used to read bar codes on medication containers; this 

reading (scan) pulls data from the NDC database, which will then populate the screen with all
